Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

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Drizzle will continue throughout the evening hours. Some locations, especially in the Bassett area, are already reporting some ice accretion, and I expect to see ice across the county by morning. Temperatures are expected to fall into the lower to mid 20s tonight, which will freeze any standing water from today’s rain. Tuesday and Wednesday will be sunny with highs in the lower to mid 40s. Snow is once again becoming more likely Thursday night. There are the usual uncertainties, such as the possibility that it could be too warm in which case we would get more sleet or rain. But, this storm does look better than today’s ever did. I am fairly confident there will be enough cold air in place to support snow and/or sleet, which was the main problem we had today (lack of cold air). It does look like it would be a fairly short-lived event, but we could get several inches of snow in a 6 to 8 hour period if the current computer model predictions hold true. Sunny conditions will return for the weekend with highs again in the lower to mid 40s, then there is another possibility of snow early next week. 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Monday Night: Cloudy with freezing drizzle this evening, possibly mixed with snow or sleet at times. Clearing after midnight. Light to moderate ice accretion expected, especially in northwestern Henry County. Low 21 to 27. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph.


Tuesday: Sunny. High 41 to 46. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph.


Tuesday Night: Clear and cold. Low 16 to 21. Light and variable wind.


Wednesday: Sunny. High 43 to 48. Wind from the northwest around 5 mph.
