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Fortunately the temperature didn’t get as low as it could have last night, so I think most roads are in fairly good condition this morning. However, still be on the lookout for icy spots while driving, especially over bridges and especially in northwestern Henry County where there is probably more snow and ice on the roads. Today and Wednesday will be sunny with highs in the mid 40s. Another winter storm is expected to move through the region Thursday night. It looks like we may get all three types of wintry precipitation with this one. Of course this could change, but right now, my best guess is that it will start out as snow for a couple of hours Thursday evening, then change to sleet for a few hours, then change to freezing rain before ending early Friday morning (probably before 6 AM, although some freezing drizzle could linger through mid-morning). Because it doesn’t look like much of the precip will fall in the form of snow, I only expect snow and sleet accumulations of an inch or two, with ice on top of that. Sunny conditions will return for the weekend with highs again in the lower to mid 40s, then there are two more possibilities of winter storms next week.
