that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Another winter storm is expected to move through the region Thursday night. I am now fairly certain that we will not get any snow with this system—the precip should all fall in the form of sleet or freezing rain, and there is even a slight possibility of rain if the temperatures don’t fall below freezing, but I doubt that scenario will happen. Sleet or freezing rain should begin around 9 or 10 PM (possibly a little earlier), then the precip will change to all freezing rain around or shortly after midnight. This storm will not last very long (about 6-8 hours), and the precip should end around 4 or 5 AM, although some light freezing drizzle could linger into Friday morning. I expect very little in the way of sleet accumulation, and the main threat will be ice. We could get around ¼ inch of ice accumulation by Friday morning. Sunny conditions will return for the upcoming weekend with highs again in the lower to mid 40s, then there are two chances of rain or wintry weather next week.
