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The term “computer model” is used often in the Forecast


Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
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Hourly Forecast





(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Some patchy light snow, sleet, or freezing rain is possible throughout the evening, but the bulk of the precipitation is still several hours away and should arrive around 11 PM (give or take an hour). I expect most of that precip to fall in the form of freezing rain, although some sleet could mix in at the onset. The freezing rain should end around 5 AM, although some light freezing drizzle could linger into early Friday morning. I expect very little in the way of sleet accumulation, and the main threat will be ice. I expect around ¼ inch of ice accumulation by Friday morning. The National Weather Service has issued a Winter Storm Warning for the threat of ice. Sunny conditions will return for the upcoming weekend, and it will be a little warmer with highs in the lower 50s. It no longer looks like we will get any precipitation next Monday, and if we get anything on Thursday it will most likely be warm enough for it to be in the form of rain. One of the latest computer models is predicting a wintry mix next Friday (that would take the place of the Thursday rain event in my forecast), but that is still over a week away and I will start taking a closer look at that after tonight’s winter storm is over.

Forecast Discussion
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Thursday Night: Cloudy with scattered pockets of light snow, sleet, or freezing rain possible this evening. Then freezing rain, possibly mixed with sleet at the onset, is most likely between 11 PM and 5 AM. Low 27 to 32. Little or no snow and sleet accumulation, and around ¼ inch of ice accumulation expected. Light and variable wind.


Friday: Cloudy with a chance of freezing drizzle early, then becoming sunny by mid-morning. High 39 to 45. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 20 mph.


Friday Night: Clear and cold. Low 16 to 21. Light and variable wind.


Saturday: Sunny. High 50 to 55. Light and variable wind.
