Some places in northwestern Henry County saw a few flurries Sunday evening, but besides that the snow stayed to our west as I expected. Up to several inches of snow has fallen in the mountains since last night. A winter storm is becoming more likely on Thursday. As usual, precipitation type is the big question mark. At this point, it looks like we will start off with sleet or freezing rain late Wednesday night, and then I think the precip will change over to rain sometime during the day Thursday before ending Thursday evening. The computer models are predicting that it may not change to rain (which means we would get a lot of freezing rain and significant ice accumulations), but with the last two winter storms, it ended up being warmer than the models were predicting, and I think the same thing may happen this time. There are two more chances for wintry precip next Sunday and Tuesday; please see my Winter Weather Watch for more details on those systems. Looking farther ahead, there is an increasing possibility of getting some precipitation on or around next Friday, December 23. Obviously it is way too far in advance to start talking about precipitation types, but if it is cold enough for snow, it would arrive just in time for Christmas.
