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Expect a return to sunny and dry conditions from now through early Wednesday, then it will become cloudy by Wednesday afternoon. A winter storm is becoming more likely from Wednesday night into Thursday. I think the precip will start in the form of sleet after midnight Wednesday night. Some snow could mix in initially, but I expect very little or no snow from this system. The precip should then change to freezing rain Thursday morning, and will probably change to rain before ending Thursday afternoon. I think the sleet will last long enough to accumulate up to an inch, then I expect up to a quarter inch of ice accretion on top. Dry weather will return for Friday and Saturday with highs in the mid 40s. There are three more chances for wintry precip on or around next Sunday, Tuesday, and Thursday; please see my Winter Weather Watch for more details on those systems. The potential winter storm next Thursday (12/22) could be the most significant of the three.
