Cold air damming (the wedge) took control of our weather earlier than I expected it to, and that is why the temperature struggled to rise today and we only managed to make it up to 30 degrees. Because it was so cold today, temperatures throughout the winter storm should be 2 or 3 degrees colder than what I had been predicting. We should drop to about 27 or maybe even as low as 25 tonight, then the temperature will stay below freezing until mid-afternoon Thursday when it should finally climb to about 34 degrees. It looks like the precip will change from sleet to freezing rain to rain throughout this winter storm, and I have given the approximate times when I think the precip will change into a different form in my detailed forecast above. The rain should finally come to an end between 5 and 7 PM, although light drizzle could persist through the evening. Dry weather will return for Friday and Saturday with highs in the mid 40s. There are three more chances for wintry precip on or around next Sunday, Tuesday, and Thursday; please see my Winter Weather Watch for more details on those systems. One of these systems, either the one on Tuesday or the one on Thursday, may be a significant snowstorm.
