Roads are already icy, and conditions will only deteriorate throughout the day. Sleet will continue this morning, changing to freezing rain around 11 AM or noon. The freezing rain will then change over to rain around 3 or 4 PM, when the temperature is finally expected to rise a degree or two above freezing. The rain should then come to an end around 6 or 7 PM. I expect about a half-inch to inch of sleet accumulation before the precip changes over to freezing rain, then ¼ to ½ inch of ice accumulation on top of the sleet. Fortunately, temperatures are expected to rise into the mid 40s on Friday, so most roads will probably be clear by Friday afternoon. There is still a possibility of light snow on Sunday, but as I have been saying, even if it does snow, we won’t get very much. There is a system moving by to our south. Most of the precip from that system will fall as rain, but there is going to be a narrow strip of light snow on the northern edge. The question mark is exactly where that strip of snow will be; right now computer models are predicting it in northern North Carolina, but models have tended to have systems too far south lately, so that is why I think it could shift northward enough to bring some light snow to this area. Still, there would be little or no accumulation.
