that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

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Sorry for the update delay...my power went out about 6:45 last night, but fortunately it came back on about 9:45 this morning. I was working on my 8 AM update earlier this morning when my laptop battery died. ... Today and Saturday will feature a partly cloudy sky with highs in the mid 40s both days. Sunday continues to look more and more interesting. One computer model has shifted the system much further north since my last update, and now gives us close to a foot of snow. However, that model is an outlier, and I don’t think any other models agree with it. Typically when that happens, the model that is an outlier ends up being wrong. So, I am sticking with basically the same forecast—I think we will get some snow, but an inch or two at the most, and maybe not even that much. However, if that one model is right, the possibility does exist that we could get a lot more than I am currently predicting. A lot of question marks still exist with the possible winter storm towards the middle or end of next week. For more on that, please see my Winter Weather Watch.
