Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
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Hourly Forecast





(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Saturday will be similar to today, although there may be a few more clouds, but highs will again be in the mid 40s. Sunday continues to look very interesting, and unfortunately there also continues to be unusually low confidence in this forecast. The reason is that there are two main computer models that most forecasters use. One continues to predict that the storm will be farther north, and gives us about 8 inches of snow. The other continues to predict that the storm will be farther south, and gives us a dusting of snow at best. I should have a better idea of which one is going to be right by my morning update, but right now it is just too difficult to tell. I hate being this vague with a forecast, but it’s the best I can do at this point. I think we will at least get some snow, but that could be anywhere from an inch or less up to 4 or 6 inches depending on the exact track of the system. Looking farther ahead, a lot of question marks still exist with the possible winter storm towards the middle or end of next week. I am fairly confident that we will have a winter storm at some point, but the timing is extremely uncertain right now.
