Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

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The forecast for Sunday is becoming a little more clear, but there is still an unusually high amount of uncertainty for an event that is less than 24 hours away. The reason is that there will be a very sharp cutoff on the northern edge of a system; just 50 miles or less could make the difference between getting several inches of snow and getting nothing at all. I have been talking about two computer models for the past couple of days and will mention them again this morning. One model continues to give us no snow or a dusting at best, while another gives us about 4 to 6 inches. This isn’t quite as much difference as there was yesterday when the second model gave us a foot, but it is still a big difference between the two. Based on current radar trends, I think the second model may be closer to what is currently happening, but what ends up happening here will probably be somewhere between the two models. So, I am going with a forecast of an inch or less for most of the county, with 1 to 2 inches in far southeastern Henry County. I am taking the conservative approach with that forecast, and snowfall totals could be higher depending on the exact storm track. 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Forecast Discussion
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Saturday: Cloudy. High 43 to 48. Light and variable wind.


Saturday Night: Cloudy with a 60 percent chance of light snow after midnight. Low 25 to 30. Light and variable wind.


Sunday: Cloudy with a 60 percent chance of light snow in the morning. Partial clearing in the afternoon. High 39 to 45. Wind from the north at 5 to 10 mph. Snow accumulation an inch or less, except in far southeastern Henry County where 1 to 2 inches of accumulation is possible.


Sunday Night: Partly cloudy. Low 23 to 28. Light and variable wind.
