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Finally, after a very high amount of uncertainty for the past few days, the computer models have come into fairly good agreement regarding the system that will move through the area tonight and into Sunday morning. The models are predicting about 2 inches of snow here, but considering they tend to overdo precipitation amounts, I doubt we will get anything over an inch, except in far southeastern Henry County where I expect 1 to 2 inches of snow. The closer you get to Bassett (as opposed to the Ridgeway/Axton area), the less snow you will see. Next, a fast-moving clipper system will move through the area Monday evening. However, in most clipper systems, snow falls along and to the west of the mountains, then the precip falls apart as it crosses over the mountains and we end up with flurries or nothing at all. I expect the same thing to happen this time, which is why I haven’t really talked about this system until now. I don’t expect any snow to fall here; at best you might see a few flurries but even that is unlikely. A winter storm is still possible late next week, but that is becoming less likely.
