The low pressure system has already passed by the area this morning, and as far as I can tell, it didn’t bring any rain to the area, or just a brief isolated shower at the most. So, the holiday weekend now looks very pleasant, with sunny to partly cloudy conditions and highs in the mid to upper 50s. Rain showers are likely throughout the day Monday; this is an earlier time frame than I had been predicting because the system keeps speeding up. Dry weather should return for the rest of next week. I had been predicting a chance of rain next Thursday, but that system continues to look weaker, a lot like the one that moved through early this morning. We could get a brief isolated shower, but nothing more than that. However, a strong cold front is still expected to move through next Thursday, and it will turn colder again behind the front. The next chance of precipitation after that is probably around January 9 or 10, and it’s too early to tell whether there is a possibility of seeing some wintry precip from this system, or if it will be another all-rain event.
