and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

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Yesterday I mentioned that a system was expected to move by to our south on Saturday, and we could get a little bit of light snow but nothing more than that. Well, the computer models have all shifted the system much farther north in the past 24 hours, and now we could get either rain or snow from Friday night into Saturday morning. It all depends on the storm track, however. If it takes a track farther north, it would be warmer and we would get mostly or all rain. If it takes a track farther south, we would be colder, but we would also get less precipitation since we would be farther away from the system. We would get mostly snow in that scenario, but the precip would be lighter, so we would probably only get an inch or two. At this point I’m really not sure which track is more likely, and as is often the case with winter storms, we will probably end up right on the rain/snow line. So the bottom line is, we will either get rain or snow, but if the precip does fall primarily in the form of snow, it shouldn’t be anything significant. After that, most of next week looks sunny and somewhat warmer with highs returning to the 50s for a few days. Rain is likely somewhere between next Thursday (2/16) and Saturday (2/18), associated with a fairly strong cold front which will cool us back down again.
