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Please see my Winter Weather Watch for my latest thoughts on the potential snowstorm on Saturday. ... Upon request, I am going to discuss Thursday morning’s surprise snowfall. Much of the county remained dry, but places in the southern part of the county such as Spencer, Ridgeway, and Axton woke up to a dusting of snow on the ground. A fairly weak low pressure system moved by to our south overnight. I didn’t even mention it in my forecast because there was very little chance of seeing any snow in this area. I didn’t think the precip would get any farther north than about central North Carolina, and even there I wasn’t sure if the precip would reach the ground or just evaporate. But the system was stronger than expected, and the result was some light snow that fell between about 3 and 4 AM in the southern part of the county. ... After the system moves through on Saturday, Sunday and Monday look quite cold with highs only in the upper 30s. However, most of next week looks sunny and somewhat warmer with highs returning to the 50s for a few days starting on Tuesday. Rain is likely somewhere between next Thursday (2/16) and Saturday (2/18), associated with a fairly strong cold front which will cool us back down again.
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Forecast Discussion
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Friday: Partly cloudy. High 48 to 54. Wind from the southwest at 5 to 10 mph.


Friday Night: Cloudy with a 50 percent chance of rain late, possibly mixed with snow. Low 32 to 37. Light and variable wind.


Saturday: Rain or snow in the morning, changing to all snow during the afternoon before ending late in the day. Temperatures steady or slowly falling into the lower 30s. Chance of precipitation is 90 percent. Snow accumulation 1 to 3 inches, with the highest amounts in northwestern Henry County. Wind from the northeast at 5 to 10 mph.


Saturday Night: Cloudy with a 40 percent chance of snow showers, mainly before midnight. Low 25 to 30. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 15 mph.
