The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
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Hourly Forecast





(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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The low pressure system that will bring precipitation to the area on Saturday continues to slow down, and basically what that means for our area is more snow. My initial forecast (from Thursday morning) for mainly rain now appears to be completely wrong, and it now looks like we will get mostly snow. Precip should begin between 6 and 8 AM Saturday, either in the form of rain or snow. If it starts out as rain, it will change to snow by late morning. Light to moderate snow will continue throughout Saturday afternoon, evening, and should finally come to an end around midnight Saturday night. My official snow accumulation forecast is 3 to 6 inches, but as usual, that could vary quite a bit across the area. For more specific details on accumulation and updated snowfall forecast maps, please see my Winter Weather Watch. ... After the system moves through on Saturday, Sunday and Monday look quite cold with highs only in the upper 30s. However, most of next week looks sunny and somewhat warmer with highs returning to the 50s for a few days starting on Tuesday. Rain is likely somewhere between next Thursday (2/16) and Saturday (2/18), associated with a fairly strong cold front which will cool us back down again.

Forecast Discussion
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Friday Night: Cloudy with a 40 percent chance of rain late, possibly mixed with snow. Low 30 to 36. Light and variable wind.


Saturday: Rain or snow, changing to all snow by late morning. Temperatures steady or slowly falling to near 30. Chance of precipitation is 90 percent. Snow accumulation 3 to 6 inches, with the highest amounts in northwestern Henry County and western and northern Patrick County. Wind from the northeast at 5 to 10 mph.


Saturday Night: Snow, ending around midnight. Continued cloudy overnight. Low 23 to 28. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 15 mph.


Sunday: Clearing and cold. High 36 to 41. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 15 mph.
