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So far everything is going pretty much as expected, although it is just a little warmer than I expected this morning, which could delay the changeover to snow by an hour or two. The rain/snow line is currently located over or near extreme northwestern Patrick County, and it will slowly slide towards the southeast throughout the morning. The last area to change over to snow will be southeastern Henry County (Ridgeway and Axton), as the changeover may not occur there until midday. Snow will continue throughout the afternoon and evening, finally coming to an end around midnight. I have lowered my accumulation forecast just a bit, and the reason for that is because the only way we were going to get 6 inches is if the precip started out in the form of snow. Since that didn’t happen, I doubt any place will get over 4 inches except possibly far northwestern Patrick County. The lowest accumulations will be found in southeastern Henry County where the changeover to snow will occur later. Sunday and Monday look quite cold with highs only in the upper 30s, but the rest of next week looks sunny and somewhat warmer with highs returning to the 50s for a few days starting on Tuesday. Rain is likely either next Friday or Saturday, associated with a fairly strong cold front.








Regional School Forecast
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Saturday: Rain, changing to snow by mid to late morning. Temperatures slowly falling into the lower 30s. Chance of precipitation is 100 percent. Wind from the northeast at 5 to 10 mph.


Saturday Night: Snow, ending around midnight. Continued cloudy overnight. Low 25 to 30. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 15 mph. Total snow accumulation 2 to 4 inches, with the highest amounts in northwestern Henry County and western and northern Patrick County. Up to 6 inches possible in far northwestern Patrick County.


Sunday: Clearing and cold. High 36 to 41. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 15 mph.


Sunday Night: Clear and cold. Low 14 to 19. Wind from the northwest around 5 mph.
