The snow is very gradually coming to an end, but it looks like it will continue for several more hours. Light snow or flurries could even linger until well after midnight. Most of the snow has already fallen, but you can expect another half-inch to inch of accumulation on top of what you already have. Based on what reports I have received, it seems like the Ridgeway and Axton areas have an inch or two, with 3 to 4 inches towards Bassett. Inbetween, Martinsville and Collinsville have about 2 or 3 inches. After the storm ends, I will put up the link to my snowfall reports page, and I ask all of you to submit your snowfall reports to me and I will create a map from those reports. Back to the forecast...clouds will probably linger into Sunday morning, then we should see partial clearing Sunday afternoon. Another weak system will move by Sunday evening, but I don’t expect any precip from that one. We should finally see a return to sunny conditions from Monday through at least Wednesday. Sunday and Monday look quite cold with highs only in the upper 30s, then warmer weather will return for the rest of next week with highs in the 50s to near 60. Rain is likely either next Friday or Saturday, associated with a fairly strong cold front.








Regional School Forecast
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Saturday Night: Snow continuing through about midnight. Continued cloudy with a 40 percent chance of snow showers after midnight. Low 27 to 32. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 15 mph. Total snow accumulation will range from 1 to 2 inches in far southeastern Henry County to 4 to 5 inches in far northwestern Henry County as well as northern and western parts of Patrick County, with 2 to 4 inches inbetween. Up to 6 inches is possible in far northwestern Patrick County. Accumulation on roads will be much lower than on other surfaces.


Sunday: Clearing and cold. High 36 to 41. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 15 mph.


Sunday Night: Clear and cold. Low 14 to 19. Wind from the northwest around 5 mph.


Monday: Sunny and continued cold. High 37 to 43. Wind from the west at 5 to 15 mph.
