Clouds moved in overnight, and we’ve already had a little bit of rain, which I didn’t really expect. But the bulk of the rain is still back to our west at this time, from Indiana down into Alabama. It will continue to move our way and should arrive here around mid-afternoon. Rain will then continue through this evening, ending late tonight. The good news is that New Year’s Day now looks dry; I have left a slight chance of some lingering morning rain in my forecast, but I feel very confident that the rain will be out of the area by sunrise Monday morning. The first day of 2007 will also be quite warm, with highs in the mid 60s. The middle portion of the upcoming week looks sunny and a bit cooler, with highs returning to the lower to mid 50s. Rain is possible on Friday (that has moved up from my previous forecast when I was predicting it for next Sunday), then another cold front will move through. Things are starting to look very encouraging for a pattern change to colder, more winter-like conditions during the second and/or third week of January.
