Regional School Forecast





We can expect to have a mostly cloudy sky throughout the weekend, but it now looks very unlikely that we’ll get any rain, as pretty much all of the precipitation is going to stay well to our west. The best chance of rain will be from Monday afternoon into Monday night. It will also be very warm from today through Monday, with highs near 70 degrees. A strong cold front will move through Monday night, and Tuesday looks mostly cloudy and breezy with temperatures nearly steady in the mid to upper 40s. Unfortunately (unless you don’t like snow), it now appears very unlikely that we’ll get any snow on Wednesday, or just a light snow shower at best. The system I had been watching is just going to be too far to the south to bring us any precipitation. So, what does the forecast look like after that? It looks like we’re going to go from a warm and moist pattern to a cold and dry pattern. The cold weather will continue through the end of the month and into at least the first part of February, but the air is going to be so cold that it will push most of the storm activity very far to the south. I’m still holding out hope of getting some snow by the end of the month, perhaps on January 22, but anything we get will probably just be light.
