Regional School Forecast





Partly to mostly cloudy and very warm conditions will continue today, with forecast highs in the lower 70s. It now doesn’t look like we will get much rain at all from the approaching cold front. I do expect to see a few showers as the front moves through Monday night, but that will probably be all the rain we get from it. After the front moves through, Tuesday will be breezy and considerably colder, with temperatures falling through the 40s during the day. Highs on Wednesday will struggle to reach the upper 30s, then highs will return to the mid to upper 40s for the rest of the week and into next weekend. So, what does the forecast look like after that? It looks like we’re going to go from a warm and moist pattern to a cold and dry pattern. The cold weather will continue through the end of the month and into at least the first part of February, but the air is going to be so cold that it will push most of the storm activity very far to the south. I’m still holding out hope of getting some snow by the end of the month, perhaps on January 22, but anything we get will probably just be light. However, this is also the type of pattern where computer models may not pick up on a snowstorm until it’s only about 3 days away, so we could be in for a surprise snowstorm at some point in the next couple of weeks.
