Regional School Forecast





If you enjoy the warm weather, then enjoy today, because it will be the last very warm day for at least 2 or 3 weeks. Highs will again be around 70 today under a mostly cloudy sky. Scattered showers are possible later tonight as the cold front moves through, but I don’t expect much rain at all from this system, as the majority of the rain will stay to our south. The cold front will finally move through late tonight, and on Tuesday, we can expect to see mostly cloudy and breezy conditions with temperatures slowly falling through the 40s. Temperatures will drop into the mid 20s Tuesday night, and highs on Wednesday will struggle to reach 40. For the rest of the week, expect highs in the mid 40s and lows generally in the 20s. Clouds will increase on Thursday as a system will develop and move by to our east. I can’t entirely rule out the chance of a little bit of rain or snow Thursday night, but most of the precipitation will stay to our south and east. Rain or snow is possible on or around next Monday (January 22). Towards the end of next week, from about January 25-28, the coldest air will arrive, and high temperatures during that period will likely only be in the 30s.
