Regional School Forecast





The cold front officially moved through shortly after 5:00 this morning, and colder air will continue to pour into the area throughout the day today. Our current temperature this morning is basically going to be our high, and the temperature will slowly fall through the 40s for the rest of the day. Wednesday will be sunny with highs in the lower 40s, then the forecast starts to get interesting as we head into Thursday afternoon and Thursday night. First of all, let me emphasize that most of the precipitation from this system will stay to our south, and we are just on the northern fringe of it. Anything that we get will be very light. With that said, there is a possibility of getting some light snow, freezing rain, rain, or a mixture of any of those from this system. For more details on this system, please see the Winter Weather Watch. We will dry back out from Friday through the weekend, but highs will remain in the mid to upper 40s. Our next chance of rain, snow, or a wintry mix is next Monday, January 22, and more details on that potential storm can also be found in my Winter Weather Watch. Towards the end of next week, from about January 25-28, even colder air will arrive, and high temperatures during that period will likely only be in the 30s.
