Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Today will be sunny with highs in the lower 40s, then clouds will increase again tonight as a system heads our way from the southwest. As I’ve been saying, most of the precipitation from this system will stay to our south, but it has shifted a bit to the north, which gives us a little better chance of getting some precipitation. There are questions about the timing of this event, and whether precipitation is more likely Thursday morning or Thursday afternoon. Anything that we get in the morning will probably be in the form of light snow, while anything we get in the afternoon will probably take the form of light freezing rain. Any accumulation of snow or ice will be very light. We will dry back out from Friday into the weekend, and highs will return to the mid and upper 40s. But clouds will increase again on Sunday, and snow is becoming more likely from Sunday night into early Monday morning. For more details on that potential snowstorm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. Next Tuesday and Wednesday look sunny with highs in the 40s, then another strong cold front will move through, dropping highs back into the 30s for the second half of the week.
