Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Our first winter storm of the season is on the way, and although it won’t be a major event, it will still have an impact on the area. Light snow is expected to begin sometime in the early to mid-morning hours on Thursday, then change over to freezing rain by early afternoon. Temperatures will hover right around the freezing point during the afternoon and could rise a couple of degrees above, so the precipitation could change over to just rain late in the afternoon before coming to an end. Precipitation will be light throughout the event, and I do not expect much in the way of accumulation: an inch of snow and a quarter inch of ice at the most, but probably less than that. We will dry back out from Friday into the weekend, and highs will return to the mid and upper 40s. But clouds will increase again as we head into Saturday night, and snow is likely on Sunday. For more details on that potential snowstorm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. Next Tuesday and Wednesday look sunny with highs in the 40s, then another strong cold front will move through, dropping highs back into the 30s for the second half of the week.
