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Thursday: Cloudy. Light snow developing by mid to late morning, most likely between 9 and 11 AM. Snow will change to freezing rain by early to mid-afternoon. Freezing rain may change to rain late before ending this evening. High 30 to 34. Chance of precipitation is 60 percent. Snow accumulation less than one inch with some light ice accumulation possible, especially on elevated surfaces. Accumulations will be highest in the southern portions of Henry and Patrick Counties.


Thursday Night: Cloudy in the evening, then clearing overnight. Low 27 to 32. Light northwest wind.


Friday: Sunny. High 45 to 50. Wind from the northwest at 10 to 20 mph.


Friday Night: Clear. Low 21 to 25. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 15 mph.

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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





A large batch of precipitation has developed just a little to our south, and it continues to move slowly to the northeast. Snow is falling in many parts of North Carolina this morning, including Greensboro and Raleigh. As I’ve been saying, the heaviest of the precipitation will stay to our south, but light snow is expected to move into Henry County later this morning. I think snow will probably begin by 9 or 10 AM, but it could be a little bit later than that. Warmer air in the upper atmosphere will then start to move in, changing the precipitation over to freezing rain by early to mid-afternoon, and temperatures could warm up enough to change it over to just rain late this afternoon. The precipitation will come to an end early this evening. I don’t expect much in the way of accumulation—less than an inch of snow and a light coating of ice on elevated surfaces—but it could still be enough to cause some travel problems. Sunny and dry weather will return on Friday and Saturday, then we have another chance of snow or freezing rain by Sunday. For more details on that potential snowstorm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. The rest of next week looks sunny but continued cold, with highs in the upper 30s to lower 40s.
