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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Clouds are on their way out this morning, and temperatures will rebound into the upper 40s today. A weak cold front is also moving through the area this morning, which will cause winds to pick up. Behind the front, Saturday will be slightly cooler, with highs in the mid 40s. Another winter storm is in the forecast by Sunday. There is still a great deal of uncertainty with the timing of this system. Some computer models are bringing it in Sunday afternoon, while others don’t predict it to arrive until early Monday. I’m pretty sure the models that are predicting it to arrive earlier will end up being correct, but I won’t be sure of that until later today or tomorrow. The timing of it will also be critical to determining precipitation type. Basically, the sooner it arrives, the more snow we will get. If it arrives later, as warmer air starts to move in, we will get more in the way of freezing rain. With that said, and with the understanding that this forecast could still change quite a bit, right now I think we will get a period of snow Sunday afternoon, lasting for a few hours. Then it will change over to freezing rain by the evening, and the precipitation will come to an end by midnight.
