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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Sunny conditions will continue into Saturday, and it will be a few degrees cooler than today was, with highs in the mid 40s. Another winter storm is in the forecast by Sunday. There is still some uncertainty about the timing of it, but computer models are starting to come closer together, and it looks like the forecast that I put out this morning will be pretty close to what is going to happen. The system will move our way from the west or southwest, and I expect snow to overspread the region around midday or early afternoon on Sunday. If it arrives a little earlier than that, then we will get more in the way of snow accumulation. Otherwise, I expect to see an inch or two of snow. We could see a brief period of sleet, but I think this is primarily a snow to freezing rain event, meaning the precipitation will then change over to snow later Sunday afternoon. The freezing rain will continue through the evening hours before ending by midnight. For more discussion on potential accumulation, please see my Winter Weather Watch. The first half of next week looks dry and continued cold, with highs in the upper 30s to lower 40s. Then, another snowstorm is possible by next Thursday, and more details about that can also be found in my Winter Weather Watch.
