Sunday Night: Cloudy with a mixture of sleet and freezing rain, ending between late evening and midnight. Temperatures nearly steady in the lower 30s. Light and variable wind. Chance of precipitation is 90 percent. Ice accumulation around 1/4 inch possible on top of the snow and sleet.

Regional School Forecast





This is a very tricky forecast, and I have spent close to an hour this morning looking at a variety of computer models and other data to try to come up with the best forecast I can. Here is how it stands now: I do have increasing confidence that the precipitation will arrive in the early afternoon on Sunday, give or take an hour or two. There is one model that is still way off, but it hasn’t made sense yet with this system, so I’m basically ignoring it. The rest of the models pretty much agree with that starting time. We could see a little bit of snow at the onset of the precipitation, but I now think that this will primarily be a sleet event. Warmer air is going to quickly move in at the upper levels of the atmosphere, changing the precipitation over to sleet fairly quickly. Sleet should then continue through late afternoon, and then mix with and possibly change to freezing rain during the evening. The freezing rain should then come to an end around midnight or so, although the ending time is less certain. I expect around an inch of snow and sleet, 2 inches at the most, with the higher amounts toward northeastern Henry County (Mountain Valley and Leatherwood), and with less snow/sleet and more freezing rain towards the southwestern part of the county (Spencer and Ridgeway).
