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Sunday: Cloudy. Snow and sleet developing by mid to late morning, changing to all sleet by early afternoon. sleet may change to freezing rain late this afternoon. Temperatures nearly steady in the lower 30s. Light east wind. Chance of precipitation is 100 percent. Snow and sleet accumulation 1 to 2 inches with light ice accumulation on top.


Sunday Night: A 50 percent chance of freezing rain in the evening, otherwise cloudy. Temperatures nearly steady in the lower 30s. Light and variable wind.


Monday: Mostly cloudy. High 45 to 50. Light west wind.


Monday Night: Mostly cloudy. Low 28 to 34. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph.

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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Precipitation is moving into the region about 6 hours earlier than computer models were predicting. So, I am primarily basing my forecast on the current radar instead of relying on the models, which have performed horribly so far. Keep in mind, though, that a lot of what appears on the radar right now is virga, it is evaporating before it reaches the ground due to the very dry air that is in place. Still, it has been snowing in Blacksburg since about 6 AM. With all of that said, I look for snow to begin around mid to late morning, then change over to sleet by early afternoon. The earlier the precipitation starts, the more snow we will get, because the time that it will change over to sleet is pretty certain. Sleet should then continue through the afternoon hours, changing to freezing rain late this afternoon before ending sometime this evening. I expect 1 to 2 inches of snow and sleet; higher amounts are possible due to the uncertainty that still exists, but I am going the conservative route. Then we could get a light ice accumulation on top of that, but I don’t expect much freezing rain anymore, because the precipitation is expected to come to an end this evening, which is earlier than I first thought.
