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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Freezing rain will continue through late evening before coming to an end. There has been a moderate ice accumulation on elevated surfaces. Temperatures are expected to slowly rise overnight, but driving conditions could still be dangerous through Monday morning. Looking ahead to the upcoming week, we can expect primarily dry and cold conditions. There is still a chance of a little rain or snow between Wednesday night and Thursday morning, but that is looking less likely, and anything that we might get from that system probably wouldn’t be significant anyway. We will continue to get gradually colder, though. Highs will dip into the upper 30s later this week, and even lower than that as we head into the first part of next week. Unfortunately, it is starting to look like the cold air will actually be so strong that it keeps storm systems suppressed to the south. That means that we could pick up some light snow on occasion, and possibly one moderate snowstorm, but anything like that is probably at least 10 days away. Looking at the longer range forecast, I expect the cold pattern to last a while longer, then break between February 10 and 20. My gut feeling tells me that we could finally see a significant snowstorm during that pattern change in mid-February.
