Regional School Forecast





The fog finally lifted overnight. Fog needs clear, calm conditions to form, and so the fog moved out quickly as winds picked up around 10 PM. The clouds should finally move out by mid-morning, bringing a return to sunshine for the first time since Saturday. The rest of this week basically looks dry with a lot of temperature changes. A weak cold front moved through last night (hence the increased winds), and highs today will be in the mid 40s. That’s actually slightly warmer than we were on Monday, but Monday’s temperatures would have been much higher without the persistent fog. Wednesday will be warmer again, with highs in the lower to mid 50s, then a stronger cold front will move through, dropping highs back into the upper 30s for Thursday and Friday. An even stronger cold front is expected to arrive next Monday. We don’t really have a chance of seeing any precipitation again until about next Thursday or Friday (February 1-2). Right after that, somewhere between about February 3 and 5, computer models are predicting that the core of the arctic air will drop into the country and end up near West Virginia. We could see one day during that period where temperatures hold steady between 15 and 20 all day with a strong northwest wind.
