Regional School Forecast





Today will be partly cloudy and warmer, with highs around 50. A cold front will move through later this evening, ushering in much colder air. On Thursday, highs will only be in the lower 40s, and Friday will be even colder, with highs only in the mid to upper 30s. Lows Friday night could drop into the teens. We will warm back up a little over the weekend, with highs in the upper 40s, Then, another strong cold front will arrive late in the day on Sunday, and highs on Monday and Tuesday will drop back down into the mid 30s. Dry weather is expected to continue for the next week or so, then we could get some rain, snow, or a wintry mix towards the end of next week. Right after that, somewhere between about February 3 and 5, computer models are predicting that the core of the arctic air will drop into the country and end up near West Virginia. We could see one day during that period where temperatures hold steady between 15 and 20 all day with a strong northwest wind.
