Regional School Forecast





The cold front is moving through the area early this morning. Northwest winds will pick up as we head through the morning hours. Highs today are only expected to be in the lower 40s, and Friday will be even colder as the full force of the cold air arrives, with highs only in the mid to upper 30s. Lows tonight and Friday night will be in the upper teens to lower 20s. We will quickly warm back up on Saturday, with highs soaring well into the 50s. Sunday will be mostly cloudy as a system moves by to our south, but it is unlikely that we will get any precipitation from it. Then, another strong cold front will arrive late in the day on Sunday, and highs on Monday and Tuesday will drop back down into the mid 30s. Taking a glance at the longer range forecast...a winter storm is becoming increasingly likely either next Thursday or Friday (February 1-2); we won’t get precipitation on both days, but the timing is still very uncertain, so I have included a chance of precip for both days at this time. It will turn even colder after that as an arctic front drops down, and the coldest day will probably be February 4. After that, we will warm back up some. We won’t see the kind of warmth that we saw during the first half of January, but temperatures will return to near normal levels.
