Regional School Forecast





It got much warmer on Friday than anyone, including myself, thought it was going to, and that was caused by a warm front moving through earlier than expected. I didn’t think the warm front was going to move through until late in the day, so we would be in the colder air mass throughout the day. However, the warm front moved through around mid-morning, which allowed warmer air to flow into the region during the afternoon. Today will be very warm, with highs in the lower to mid 60s. But it’s just a one-day period of warmth. A low pressure system will slide by to our south later tonight, and we could get a brief shower from it, but most of the precipitation will stay to our south. A cold front will follow, moving through the area Sunday morning. We will reach our high on Sunday by late morning, then temperatures will hold steady or slowly fall during the afternoon. Then on Monday, highs will only be in the mid 30s under a sunny sky. It will warm back up a little for the middle part of next week, but highs will still only be in the upper 30s to lower 40s. We have a chance of rain, snow, or a wintry mix on or around next Friday. Then on or around the following Monday, February 5, we could see the coldest weather we’ve had in several years.
