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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





A strong cold front is nearing the area, and will move through by mid-morning. We can expect to reach a high in the upper 40s this morning, then temperatures will slowly fall throughout the afternoon. Monday will be sunny but very cold, with highs only in the mid 30s. We will warm back up slightly on Tuesday, with highs in the lower 40s, then another cold front will arrive, dropping highs back into the 30s for Wednesday. Precipitation is becoming more likely on Friday, but unfortunately, it now looks like it will be warmer as well. We could get a little sleet or freezing rain at the onset of the precipitation, but it looks like most if not all of it will be in the form of rain. Saturday looks a bit warmer, then what could be the coldest airmass we’ve seen in years is expected to arrive somewhere between February 4 and 6. Bitterly cold conditions will grip much of the country during this period. We will start to warm up some after that, and highs should return to the 40s by the end of next week, but it still looks like temperatures will remain at or below normal for at least the next couple of weeks.
