Regional School Forecast





Today will be sunny but very cold, as the temperature will struggle to make it into the mid 30s. Tuesday will be warmer, with highs in the mid 40s, then we’ll cool right back down for Wednesday, when highs will return to the mid 30s. After that, the possibility of a winter storm is back! I predicted a chance of one on Thursday or Friday for several days, then over the weekend, it started to look like we would just get some rain on Friday. But now, it appears the system is moving faster, and it will likely arrive here on Thursday when colder air is still in place. Because of that, either light snow or a wintry mix of precipitation is likely on Thursday. I’m pretty sure the precipitation will start out as snow, but I’m not sure yet whether it will stay in the form of snow for the duration of the event, or if it will change over to sleet or freezing rain. This is not a very significant system, but if it stays in the form of snow, we could pick up 2 or 3 inches from it, which certainly beats the 0 inches we’ve gotten so far this year. Friday will be much warmer with highs in the upper 40s as warm air surges northward ahead of the next cold front. The weekend will be somewhat colder, then extremely cold air will arrive for next Monday and Tuesday.
