Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Expect sunny and warmer conditions today, as highs will rebound into the mid 40s. But another cold front will move through late today, and we’ll cool right back down for Wednesday, with highs in the mid 30s. Clouds will increase Wednesday night, then a winter storm is on tap for Thursday. I am a bit leery of predicting much in the way of snow after what happened last Sunday, but there are some important differences with this next system. Most importantly, the day before that last ice storm, we got all the way up to 46 degrees. This time, we’ll get a fresh blast of cold air right before the system arrives, as highs on Wednesday will barely get above the freezing point. There is still some uncertainty with the timing of the system, but I think the most likely start time will be during the mid to late morning. Computer models are a bit later than that, but these systems almost always arrive earlier than they’re expected to. The sooner it arrives, the more snow we will get because colder air will still be in place. Then, I expect the precipitation to change over to sleet by mid-afternoon as the dreaded warmer air moves in aloft. The sleet could change over to freezing rain for a little while before ending in the late evening. See my Winter Weather Watch for more discussion on this.
