Thursday: Snow, changing to sleet by early to mid-afternoon. High 28 to 32. Chance of precipitation is 100 percent. Snow and sleet accumulation of 1 to 3 inches possible. Light and variable wind.


Thursday Night: Sleet or freezing rain, ending in the late evening. Temperatures steady in the lower 30s. Chance of precipitation is 80 percent.

Regional School Forecast





The cold front moved through earlier this evening as expected, and colder air is filtering into the region at this time. Highs on Wednesday will only be in the mid 30s. Clouds will increase Wednesday night, then a winter storm is on tap for Thursday. After the many disappointments we’ve seen lately, I’m still trying not to get my hopes up, but I am seeing some of the most encouraging signs that I’ve seen in quite some time that we could get a fairly decent snowstorm out of this. It now looks like snow will begin around daybreak Thursday morning, give or take an hour or two, and continue into the afternoon. The snow will change to sleet by mid-afternoon, but we should get a 6-hour period if not more of just snow before it changes over. The main factor that is causing this storm to look so favorable is the reinforcing shot of cold air that is arriving this evening. Cold air will already be in place as this winter storm arrives, which should lead to a fairly long period of snow. The sleet could change over to freezing rain for a little while before ending in the late evening. The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
