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Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Clouds will increase tonight, and snow should begin right around daybreak Thursday morning. Snow will continue throughout the morning and into the early afternoon. It looks like the precipitation from this system will come in two batches, so I expect to see a break in the precip or either just some occasional light snow and sleet throughout the rest of the afternoon. Then the second batch of precip will move in, bringing sleet and freezing rain throughout the evening. The precip should come to an end around or shortly after midnight. I expect 1 to 3 inches of snow and sleet accumulation, and I am leaning toward the higher end of that range, since it appears that we will get at least a 6-hour period of pure snow in the morning. It won’t be extremely heavy, but 6 hours of light to moderate snow should accumulate to at least 2 or 3 inches. We could get some light ice accumulation on top of that, from the freezing rain in the late evening, but I don’t expect much ice from this system. Check out my Winter Weather Watch for updated forecast maps. The next few days will be partly cloudy with highs in the upper 30s to mid 40s. Then, the coldest airmass we’ve seen in years will arrive for the start of next week. Next Tuesday, expect highs in the 20s and lows in the single digits.
