Regional School Forecast





Not really any change in my forecast since last night...snowfall amounts may be a bit lower than I had thought, but still well within my 1-3 inch forecast range. Snow is moving into the area this morning. As of 7 AM, snow has started in Greensboro, and it should begin here within the next hour or two. Snow will continue throughout the morning and into the early afternoon before coming to an end. I expect 1 to 3 inches of snow accumulation by early afternoon, although it is looking less likely that we will reach the 3 inch mark. Most locations will probably end up with about 1.5 to 2 inches. The rest of this afternoon will be cloudy with just a little bit of light snow or sleet possible. The second batch of precipitation will arrive by late evening, and that will most likely be in the form of freezing rain. We could pick up as much as 1/4 inch of ice accumulation on top of the snow before the freezing rain ends later tonight, probably between 2 and 4 AM. There will be quite a bit of melting on Friday, however, as highs are expected to rebound into the mid 40s. Colder air will start to arrive over the weekend, when highs will return to the 30s. Then, the coldest airmass we’ve seen in years will arrive on Tuesday, when we can expect highs in the 20s and lows in the single digits.
