Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





Although it did snow for a few hours earlier today, obviously it was quite a bit lighter than I expected. The main cause of that was the fact that there was a lot of thunderstorm activity down towards southern Georgia and northern Florida, and in effect, those storms “robbed” moisture from our area. Heavier rain fell down south, and as a result there wasn’t as much moisture available in this area. The same thing looks to happen with the second system that will move through later this evening. We will still get some freezing rain and rain, but I don’t think it will be anything too significant. We could get some ice accumulation on elevated surfaces, but I expect temperatures to stay around or slightly above freezing throughout the night, so ice accumulation shouldn’t be too significant. Still, use caution when driving later tonight and into Friday morning. There will be quite a bit of melting on Friday, however, as highs are expected to rebound into the mid 40s. Colder air will start to arrive over the weekend, when highs will return to the 30s. Then, the coldest airmass we’ve seen in years will arrive on Tuesday, when we can expect highs in the 20s and lows in the single digits.
