Forecast Discussion





Top 5 Local Weather Events of 2007: *1* Wed 08/08: For the first time since I began keeping records in 1995, we climbed above the 100-degree mark, with a high of 102. We would ultimately have three highs of 102 in the month, and a total of five highs at or above 100. We also had three consecutive days at or above 100 for the first time on record. For the month of August as a whole, the high was at or above 90 degrees on 30 out of 31 days, and the lone exception was a high of 88 on August 23. ... Note: Ignore the temperature reading at the top of my website and in your email for the time being. Our airport is having a sensor problem. ... Temperatures have fallen into the mid 30s this morning (not 18 as the airport is reporting), and we’ll see a rather mild day to wrap up the year, with forecast highs near 60. A very strong arctic cold front will move through on Tuesday, bringing by far the coldest air of the season so far. Tuesday itself will be a transition day, with highs in the upper 40s, then we will struggle to even reach the mid 30s on Wednesday and Thursday, even under a mostly sunny sky. Lows will drop into the mid and upper teens. However, the cold period will be short-lived. Highs are expected to quickly rebound into the 50s by the weekend, and we’ll probably be in the 60s next week. A few showers are possible on Sunday, but our next chance of a fairly decent rainfall is probably going to be next Wednesday, January 9.
