Forecast Discussion





We’ll have two more very warm days before more normal temperatures return. Highs will be around 70 today, and we’ll climb into the mid 60s on Wednesday. Clouds will increase today and tonight as a low pressure system slides through the area. We could pick up a few showers tonight, but it won’t be anything significant. A cold front will follow, and we will really feel the effects of that by Thursday, when highs are only expected to be around 50. A fairly intense low pressure system will head our way out of the Southwest by Thursday, as well. It looks pretty likely that we’ll receive a decent amount of rain from that between Thursday afternoon and Friday morning. Saturday looks partly cloudy with highs around 50, then another system heads our way for Sunday, and that one could be much more interesting. As usual, the track of the storm is key. Currently, computer models are indicating that we will either get snow or a wintry mix, because they are tracking the storm to the south and east of us, and we’re in the colder air mass. However, the trend so far this winter has been for the models to slide storms to the northwest as they get closer, and if that happens, it would be warmer and we could just get rain. Still, this is the best chance we’ve had so far this winter at getting some type of wintry precipitation, so it certainly bears watching. Assuming the forecast stays the same, I will probably start doing evening updates again on Thursday.
