Forecast Discussion





Unbelievable warm air has surged into the region this morning. I awoke to see a temperature of 64 degrees, compared with our normal afternoon high of 47. Bluefield, WV and Roanoke have already set record highs for the date. Cooler air is on the way, though, as a cold front quickly approaches. A little band of rain is making its way through the area early this morning, but any rain that you get will be very short-lived. Sunshine should return by late morning, and the wind will pick up a bit as well, as cooler air begins to pour in. We won’t have a long period of clear weather, however, as clouds will return late tonight out ahead of the next low pressure system. Showers are likely from Thursday afternoon into Thursday night. It will also be much cooler on Thursday, mainly due to the clouds, with forecast highs only in the upper 40s. We’ll soar back into the 60s on Friday as the clouds clear out once again, but cooler weather should return for a much longer period of time after that. Highs will return to much more seasonable levels, in the 40s, by Sunday. Computer models have made a fairly significant change to what they’re predicting for Monday, and as a result, it no longer looks like we’ll get any precipitation. Instead of phasing (merging or joining together) two systems, models are now keeping them separate. The result is that one part slides by to our southeast, while the other stays to our north. We’re in between, and while a stray rain or snow shower isn’t out of the question, we probably won’t get anything more than that.
