Forecast Discussion





Scattered showers are moving through the region this morning, but the bulk of the rain won’t arrive until later this afternoon and tonight. Today will be much cooler than the last few days have been, with highs only expected to be around 50 (though that’s still a few degrees above normal for the date). The rain will come to an end late Thursday night or early Friday morning, then we’ll have one more very warm day on Friday (highs in the mid 60s) before cooler, more seasonable temperatures return for good. The forecast from Sunday through Tuesday remains very uncertain. As I discussed yesterday, one computer model continues to keep the two systems separate, with one going to our south and the other to our north, so we probably wouldn’t get any precipitation. Another model, however, is still phasing, or joining together, those two systems. If that happens, it’s much more likely that we would get some type of precipitation on Sunday, whether it’s rain, snow, or a mix. Another weak system is expected to slide by on Tuesday, and could drop a few light rain or snow showers across the region, but nothing more than that. A few more light rain or snow showers are possible again on or around next Thursday night, associated with what looks to be a very strong cold front.
