Forecast Discussion





One more band of showers is heading our way, but it is slowly dissipating at the same time, and it may just slide by to our north. If it holds together long enough, it will move through here around 9:00 this morning. I expected temperatures to rise into the 50s overnight; that didn’t happen, but they finally started to rise around 6 AM, as a warm front moved through. Expect temperatures to soar into the mid 60s today as the warm air takes one final stand. We’ll be in the mid 50s on Saturday under a partly cloudy sky, then we’ll primarily be in the 40s for a while after that. A couple of weak systems will swing through the region between Sunday and Tuesday, and we could get a quick rain or snow shower during that time frame. Most of the moisture will stay in the mountains, however, and anything we get would be brief and very light. We will have a better chance of getting some precipitation next Thursday, and that could be in the form of rain, snow, or a wintry mix. Temperatures look to be very borderline for that event at this time. Another system may swing through next Friday, and if that happens, that second one would be more likely to give us some snow.
