Forecast Discussion





Clouds have moved back in, and scattered showers are possible today, as we will be located between two low pressure systems. It will be much cooler today compared to the very warm temperatures we saw throughout last week. Highs are only expected to be in the lower to mid 40s, and similar temperatures will continue for the next several days. Snow showers will continue in the mountains into Monday and Tuesday, so I have a 10 percent chance of snow in the forecast for those days just in case a stray snow shower makes it down our way, but that is extremely unlikely. The forecast gets very interesting as we head towards Thursday, when we may finally see our first winter storm of the season. A low pressure system will head our way from the south and southwest, and could bring a variety of precipitation types from Thursday into Thursday night. At this point, computer models are indicating that snow, possibly mixed with a little sleet or freezing rain, is what we’re most likely to get. However, a slight shift in the storm track could warm us up enough to get mainly rain, so that is far from certain. The timing of the whole event is also uncertain, as another model is a full 24 hours behind, bringing the storm through on Friday instead of Thursday. Be sure to check my website daily for updates as this system begins to develop. Regardless of what happens on Thursday (or Friday), it will turn very cold again for a couple of days after that, similar to what we saw in early January. Saturday looks to be the coldest day, when highs may not even climb above the freezing point.
