Forecast Discussion





The next three days look to be mostly sunny, with slightly below normal highs in the lower to mid 40s. Clouds will increase again as we head into Wednesday night, and things look very interesting on Thursday. As usual, we will probably end up being right in the transition area between frozen precipitation and a cold rain, and if the storm track shifts a little farther to the northwest, we’ll get mostly or all rain. However, at this point, it looks like we have a fairly decent chance of seeing our first winter storm of the season. Computer models are currently indicating that the precipitation will start off in the form of snow early Thursday morning, then change to sleet throughout the day, and end as a period of rain in the evening. With very borderline temperatures, I don’t expect much snow accumulation before the changeover to sleet. This could certainly change again, so be sure to check back each day for updates. I plan to resume evening updates Tuesday evening. Sunshine should return on Friday, with highs around 40, then a blast of very cold air, similar to what we saw in early January, will move in. Highs on Saturday and Sunday will struggle to reach the lower 30s. We’ll warm back up a little as we head into next week, and showers (possibly snow, but probably rain) are possible again next Tuesday.
