Forecast Discussion





I’ll get right to the day that everyone is most interested in: Thursday. Computer models have been remarkably consistent with this system over the last couple of days, and I have very high confidence in my forecast as a result. I expect light snow to develop in the early morning Thursday, most likely between 5 and 7 AM. Temperatures may still be slightly above freezing when the snow starts to fall, but it will quickly drop to around 30 degrees due to what’s called evaporative cooling (basically, the temperature drops and the dew point rises and they meet each other in the middle). I expect snow to continue for several hours before changing to sleet around mid-morning. The sleet will then change to rain by mid-afternoon. We could see a period of freezing rain, but that particular precip type appears to be less likely with this system. The rain should the come to an end around 6 or 7 PM, though some light drizzle could persist through the evening. I’m expecting a snowfall accumulation of an inch or less, and less than an inch of sleet accumulation on top of that. We could get a little more snow, but it looks like we will mainly get light to moderate precipitation from this system (especially in the morning when it’s in the form of snow), so it probably won’t be heavy enough to give us much more than an inch or so. Some of you may be wondering this based on the trend so far this winter, but because of the way this system is developing, there isn’t really a chance that it will shift (in which case we would just get rain). I do expect wintry precip of some type on Thursday.
